Growing up in the remote Alaskan community of Unalakleet, Kipo Tetpon
remembers “...my parents having wonderful conversations, talking with friends
and relatives about how it was years ago; stories of truths and myths, ghost
stories that really happened and tales handed down from generation to genera-
tion... Stories of life and death in the cold north country years ago. These are
the things I think and feel as I reveal myself in my work as an Inuit (Eskimo) sculptor.”
